     I hope everyone had a perfect Christmas.   Learning about 

new suffering and persecution of Christians around the world 

certainly isn't written here for shock value or to make you 

forget how wonderful Christmas was this year. 

     But we all have to pick up the cross and carry for a short 

distance. So here goes. As a member of one family, the family 

of Jesus Christ, we literally bear one another's burdens when 

loved ones are lost due to mindless persecution by 

unreasonable fanatics. "Hector", in the Philippines, got a call 

one Saturday night a few months ago. He was told that Pastor 

Mario Acidre, a lay preacher for the Christian and Missionary 

Alliance Church on the Island of Jolo, had been shot four 

times in the abdomen by a fanatic Muslim who simply walked 

into his home without permission. Jolo is an island in the 

Philippines about the size of Dallas, Texas, and is located near 

Western Malaysia. Pastor Mario was the father of four young 

children. Those Christians who live in Jolo rarely leave the 

city for fear of attacks by Muslims from Malaysia who 

regularly form a present danger to Christians. Sadly, Pastor 

Mario succumbed to his wounds 48 hours after being shot, 

while being treated in a local Jolo Hospital.  It was quite 

courageous of the Pastor to live in Jolo, because the island is 

actually part of a region of Mindanao called the Autonymous 

Region in Muslim Mindanao, where Christians are a small 

minority. His mission was clear -- it was a mission to the 

Muslims.  His wife was about as heroic a lady as you will ever 

find. Talk about a dangerous vicinity to live in, this location 

was the worst for a Pastor one could imagine.  Pastor had held 

a regular Bible study, which simply infuriated the Moslems. 

How dare he conduct a study of the Christian Bible right there 

in their very community! 

     How long Pastor Mario survived under these unimaginable 

conditions, with his family, no one seems to know. He was 

buried on Tuesday, August 30, 2011 in Jolo, and the entire 

Christian assembly he served was present for the funeral. 

Beautiful people paid for his funeral and wept. But no one 

suggested leaving the area or giving up Pastor Mario's 

ministry. He will soon be replaced by a layman pastor. "Let us 

continue to pray for the family of Pastor Mario, and for the 

new Pastor," a spokesman for the community told a reporter 

for Voice of the Martyrs magazine (VOM gave financial 

assistance to the Pastor's family after his death).  Oh well, 

"precious in the sight of the Lord is the death of His saints." 

Psalm 116:19. Forget it. Hope this pitiful little story doesn't 

ruin your recollection of the Christmas.  But wait -- remember 

that we started off by saying Pastor Mario is a member of our 

family, and the loss hurts us all. Other Pastors on Mindanao 

have been brutally murdered as well, in recent months. 

Believe, folks, just believe. The burden of Pastor Mario's 

family is actually lightened by their knowing that we in 

America care, and offer our prayers. Surprisingly, our own 

burden seems to be "lightened" as well, for the same reason. 

That's what faith does for you and I.  I'm gonna pray right now 

for Julia and the family.

This journey is 

simply told in a new book in your church library called 

I Choose to Forgive: An Intimate Journey with God by 

Dianne B. Collard.  The author is the daughter-in-law 

of Jeanette Scott and the murdered young man is 

Jeanetteôs eldest grandson. 

 We live in a fallen world where offenses and 

serious grievances occur in every personôs life.  These 

painful situations-whether merely a slight offense or as 

serious as murder-demand that all of us face the 

question, ñDoes God expect me to forgive?ò  The 

answer is clear.  The choice is ours to obey.  The 

power to do so comes from God alone.  I Choose to 

Forgive is a heartbreaking journey from devastation to 

freedom and presents a strong biblical foundation 

undergirding the practical steps of doing forgiveness.  

This book tells one personôs story, but the need to 

forgive is every personôs struggle.  Dianne clearly 

presents Godôs solution. 

 I Choose to Forgive is currently published in 

German and Urdu, with many other possibilities for 

international publication in the coming year. 

 Dianne and her husband have been 

missionaries for over twenty-five years and in 

vocational Christian ministry for all of their forty-six 

years of marriage.
